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Case Study 4 – Year 9 English Lesson at Nottingham Academy
Using Pirate Pad in an English lesson: Recognising and using key language features in a piece of persuasive writing.

BACKGROUND AND RATIONALE 
This case study focussed on a literacy module in Year 9 English lessons. A Graduate Teaching Programme (secondary) trainee teacher was partnered with an experienced English teacher who was keen to introduce new technologies into the classroom. This project took place at the Nottingham Academy.  The sponsor of the Nottingham Academy is the Greenwood Dale Foundation Trust. 
The academy is separated into three ‘schools’. There is a primary school for 3–11 year olds, the Greenwood secondary school for pupils aged 11-16 and the sixth form, and Ransom oad secondary school which is also for pupils aged 11-16. The Ransom Road School was formally known as Elliott Durham School. In 2007, Ofsted judged the Elliott Durham School to be satisfactory. The number of pupils attending the school was falling and the proportion of pupils achieving 5 GCSE passes A* to C was significantly below the national average. The former Greenwood Dale School was judged to be outstanding in 2009. There is an Executive Principal who has the overall responsibility for leading and managing the academy with each school having a head of school. The proportion of pupils known to be eligible for free school meals is just over double the national average. Around half the pupils are White British and half are from a number of different minority ethnic backgrounds with around 20% being Pakistani. Just over a quarter of the pupils speak English as an additional language. The proportion of disabled pupils and those with special educational needs is approximately 0%, which is well above average. Pupils from a number of local primary schools join the cademy in Year 7. Pupils, achievement means that the school meets the government’s current ‘floor standards’.

The class who took part in the project were a year 8 mixed gender literacy class. There were 22 pupils, 8 of whom were EAL learners. The pupils in the class were working at National Curriculum levels 2-4/5. The group had been especially created to cater for the needs of these pupils whose literacy levels were low and who were, therefore, unable to access the mainstrean English curriculum in the school. 
INFORMATION ON WHAT HAPPENED
Following two lead lessons in which the pupils were introduced to using key language features when writing persuasively, the focus lesson was designed to encourage the pupils to use the features in their own writing and be able, vis the software to check that they had included the features of writing persuasive language and had used them appropriately. The significance of the software is that it allowed the pupils to work collaboratively and in real-time to amend and improve their own and other's writing.
The pupils were reminded (they had had a brief introduction to the software in an earlier lesson) about how to access and use PiratePad. The teacher went through a starter activity which recapped the pupils' knowledge and understanding of how language features can be used to improve writing. The pupils quickly (fewer than 5 minutes) settled into the activity, to share ideas and to edit each others' work. Periodically, the class teacher and the trainee (GTP) teacher stopped the pupils to share good examples and successes. The trainee teacher and the class teacher devoted most of their time to supporting individual pupils.  Two of the pupils were supported by a Learning Support Assistant (LSA) who had considerable expertise with the software and was able to support and encourage the pupils to work collaboratively (the pupils were so well engaged with the activity that the LSA had the opportunity to guide and support the other pupils in the class).The plenary was particularly effective in allowing the pupils to see their work completed and to recognise the contribution they had made to the writing.
BENEFITS
IMPACT IN THE CLASSROOM 
Impact upon the pupils
The positive impacts were:
· Referring back to the successful plenary - this is highly significant in that it is often a feature of the writing of pupils with low literacy levels who’s work is often incomplete.  This can be frustrating to the learner and because recap and catching up has to be done at the start of the subsequent lesson, the pupils often report feeling dissatisfied with their work and are conscious that they seem to be working at a slow pace.
· The pupils' confidence was quickly apparent (particularly on the part of the EAL learners). This is because of the real-time nature of the writing when using this software.  The ability immediately to correct their work (to "see it looking good" as pupil A remarked) and the opportunity to collaborate in a quiet and unobtrusive manner ( a number of pupils commented on how they welcome the chance to work with a partner and others and that they had worked for the first time with some of their peers).
· The pupils had the additional support of the LSA at points in the lesson, this allowed them to ask questions and to have a speedy response in order that they could move on
· There was genuine discussion amongst the pupils about the appropriate featuers to use and how to incorporate them into the writing
· The atmosphere in the lesson was excellent. There was a sense of calm and of purpose. Two of the pupils commented on how this was "better than other lessons which have been too noisy and it is hard to hear the teacher and to concentrate".
· The learning in this lesson will allow the pupils to move confidently to the next stage of their work in subsequent lessons.

Impact on the trainee teacher
The trainee teacher has developed:
· a practical as well as a theoretical understanding of the impact upon learning that Web 2.0 technology can have in the classroom.
· a grasp of the different style of classroom management required in a lesson which uses this technology and the associated pedagogy.
· the opportunity to work closely with individual pupils and to support them
· the ability to guage immediately the level of the pupils' learning and understanding to be able to react appropriately (reflection in action).
· the opportunity to work closely with the class teacher and the LSA in planning and delivering the lesson.
In addition the trainee teacher used this lesson a lot in her Reflective Journal when considering how to use web 2.0 in her teaching and in particular when working with EAL pupils
Impact on the school and what next
· The class teacher is a very assured and confident teacher (she is consistently graded as "good with outstanding features" by the school's quality assurance observations). She will be presenting the work of this lesson to the English department with a view to disseminating the practice more widely (and, interestingly, to classes of pupils with very high levels of litearcy).
